Course Outline

This course is designed for students who have already completed
"Genki 1" or "Minna no Nihongo 1", and aims to teach elementary and
intermediate Japanese (equivalent to N4 of the Japanese Language
Proficiency Test) and to develop Japanese language skills that can be
used in daily life. At the same time, the course aims to develop overall
Japanese speaking, listening, reading and writing skills (hiragana,
katakana and kaniji). At the beginning of the term, students will review
the elementary level.

During individual sessions, each student will be given extra help in
areas of their weakness.

Class attendance is required. You must inform your teacher if you are
going to be absent. If your attendance is less than 80%, you will not
get any grade/credits. If you are late for the class three times, it will
be counted as one absence.
